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The Basic Import Sea Freight & Basic Export Sea Freight courses were revised in the last twelve months.  They are now presented as two separate courses rather then the one course.  This ensures that the content is more specific for the students needs.  Another new course in the last twelve month is the Sea Container Pack/Unpack course.  This course is aimed at staff involved in the physical packing and unpacking shipping containers.  It also looks at Dangerous Goods, Quarantine Regulations, safety and container handling.
