The AFPI Training & Development Center has finally been endorsed by IATA as an IATA Dangerous Goods Training School.

The Chairman on Training and Education is on the planning stage of transforming the Training Center to tertiary institute of education and be able in the future to offer the equivalent of a degree course in Transportation / Logistics.  We have signed a Memorandum of Understanding with the Graduate School of Ateneo De Manila University for a joint development of this project.  
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ATENEO – FEDFAP Institute for Logistics and Transportation and Transportation Management was launched in December 2003

In December 2003, the Ateneo FEDFAP Institute of Logistics and Transportation Management was launched in year 2003. The 1st Trade Facilitation Management course is set on July 21 to November 26, 2005.

CARGO ACCOUNTS SETTLEMENT SYSTEM (CASS) WAS ESTABLISHED IN 1992.

In June 1992, the Cargo Accounts Settlement System (CASS) was established and its evolvement into an effective system of cargo settlement as a result of the continued engagement and dialogue between AFPI, LCAG and the local Board of Airline Representatives (BAR).
PHILIPPINE NATIONAL POLICE – Anti-Hijacking Campaign

The Philippine National police, a government entity duly organized and existing under the Philippine Laws, signed a Memorandum of Understanding with the Department of Trade and Industry, Board of Investment, Philippine Economic Zone Authority, Phil. Association of Detective and Protective Agency Operators Incorporated, Japanese Chamber of Commerce and Industry, Semi-conductors and Electronics Industries of the Philippines, Inc. and the Confederation of Truckers Association of the Philippines, recognizes the need to adopt adequate security measures and a common plan to neutralize criminal gangs involved in highway robbery (hijacking) and discourage would-be robbers (hijackers) from carrying out their insidious plans and to protect the country’s economy.
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MIAA CHARGING ACCREDITATION FEE

Industry Associations together with AFPI, the Port Users Confederation Inc., Federation of Accredited Customs Brokers & Forwarders of the Philippines, Inc., Professional Customs Checkers & Representative Organizations, Inc. and Ecozone Federation of Forwarders, Brokers and Truckers Phils., are seeking suspension of Manila International Airport Authority (MIAA) memorandum circular No. 07 which allows the collection of an accreditation fee for companies engaged in business within the Ninoy Aquino International Airport complex.
This would be an additional handling fee cost charged to their clients.

          AUTOMATED EXPORTS DECLARATION SYSTEM (AEDS)
A new system conceptualized to further simplify export procedures by means of computerization. A system that aims to make the conduct of export operations at the Ecozones simpler, more convenient and less costly.           

NATIONAL CIVIL AVIATION SECURITY PROGRAM

Executive Order No. 277 Approving and adopting the National Civil Aviation Security Programme, creating the office for transportation security in the Department of Transportation and Communications, and reconstituting the National Council for Civil Aviation Security as the National Civil Aviation Security Committee. There is an urgent need to safeguard civil aviation against acts of unlawful interference while taking into account the safety, regularity and efficiency of flights.
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AFPI -
STANDARD EXPORT CHARGES WERE APPROVED BY THE CIVIL AERONAUTICS BOARD IN 1995

AFPI’s proposed standardization of export charges was finally approved by CAB in 1995 which was later revised in September 01, 1996 and was again revised in 2002.

AFPI  -
COLLECT CHARGES AND CURRENCY ADJUSTMENT FACTOR WERE MADE PART OF STANDARD CHARGES FOR ALL IMPORTATION IN 1998.

In 1998, the collect charges fee and/or Currency Adjustment Factor (CAF) as standard charges for all importations into the Philippines was established to cover up for currency losses due to fluctuations that forwarders incur.

AFPI WEBSITE WAS UPLOADED IN SEPTEMBER 2002

In September 2002, the AFPI website www.afpi.org.ph was established .

AFPI CODE OF CONDUCT AND ETHICAL STANDARDS FOR AIR CARGO FORWARDERS WERE ADOPTED IN 2002

Adoption of Code of Conduct and Ethical Standards for Air Cargo Forwarders in 2002 which is now leading to the requirement of Senior Executives undergoing Corporate Governance.
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NOMENCLATURE AND IMPORT DESTINATION CHARGES WERE STANDARDIZED IN JUNE 15, 2003

Standardization of Nomenclature and import destination charges was established in June 15, 2003.  AFPI defines specifically the charges and activities covering various services rendered such as breakbulk fees, disbursement fees, collect fees and currency adjustment factor.
