B. Summary of SUS Airfreight Course in 2004-2005
For the year of 2004-2005, HAFFA has conducted with the cooperation of Carrier Liaison Group the SUS Airfreight courses for the industry.  There are a total of 10 classes with attendants of 319.  With the enthusiastic support by our members and the industry, the registration was again full within a short period of time.  This year, we have planned to organize 6 classes subject to the funding from Government.  
C. Summary of Cargo Security Training (Regulated Agent Regime) Course in 2004-2005 

To meet with the requirements of the Civil Aviation Department (CAD) “Training on Regulated Agent Regime”, each RA is to ensure that their staff engaged in handling international cargo are provided with sufficient training.  CAD required at least one staff per each RA company attended a training programme acceptable to the CAD commencing in 2005, and at least two staff in 2006.  The HAFFA/CLG training committee has therefore developed the subject course and the first class was commenced since March 2004.  With the enthusiastic support by our members and the industry, we have successfully held 36 classes with 761 students obtained the certificate by the end of 2004.

D. Dangerous Goods (DG) Awareness Training:

The categories of personnel that require DG training have been amended in the 2005 edition of the DGR Regulations Manual.  New rules highlighted below with effective from 1st January, 2005.  In addition to a new requirement for all cargo handling staff to be trained for the recognition of undeclared DG goods, IATA has identified just who requires IATA training.  For example, there will now be a clear distinction between specific training requirements for “forwarders’ staff” and “ground handling agent’s staff” (eg. CTO).  Both will now be required to have more DG knowledge.
According to FIATA/IATA, the new categories for “forwarders’ staff” are:

· Staff accepting DG;

· Staff who accepts cargo other than DG;

· Staff who are responsible for the handling, processing, storage and loading of cargo and baggage.

We have been working closely with Cathay Pacific and a course by the name of Initial Training in Dangerous Goods Awareness (for Category 4 or 5 Personnel) has been launched since January this year.  Meanwhile, we are liaising with the Civil Aviation Department as they've received similar understanding from ICAO and probably may give an announcement later.
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
