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1. International air freight traffic grew by 4.3/ in 2007. This is down slightly from growth of 4.6% seen in 2006 and much lo
the 7-8% growth trend of recent years.

2. Air freight demand grew 4.7’ in December, up from 3.5% in November, largely due to temporary, year-end related, factors. The air
freight demand environment will remain challenging. Growth is expected to slow in the first half of 2008 before picking up with
overall growth of 4-4.5% projected for 2008.

3. Middle East carriers led all regions in 2007 with a 10.1% increase in freight demand down sharply from 16.1% in 2006.

4. Airlines in Asia Pacific, which account for 45% of the international total, saw freight demand rise 6.5% in 2007, driven by strong
growth in several economies in the region.
